ÅApril 2014 - Los Angeles City Council approved the proposal to create eleven (11) waste hauling 

zones in a public private partnership called recycLA

ÅCommercial ςIndustrial ςMulti-family homes (4 or more units)

ÅImproving the waste collection services for nearly 80,000 businesses and multi-family buildings

Å70% of our waste in the City of Los Angeles comes from commercial buildings and apartments

ÅJuly 2017 - Commencement of recycLA across the City  

Å2025- Sustainability City pLAn- 90% landfill diversion

ÅCorrugated boxes (broken down and flattened)



Cartons

All refrigerated, shelf stable, aseptic packaging:
ÅFruit juice boxes and cartons
ÅOrange juice cartons
ÅMilk cartons
ÅWine boxes
ÅSoy milk, rice milk and almond milk boxes and 

cartons
ÅCereal boxes
ÅHeavy cream cartons
ÅEgg substitute cartons



Metals

All aluminum, tin and bi-metal cans, wiped out if 
possible, including:
ÅSoda cans
ÅJuice cans
ÅSoup cans
ÅVegetable cans
ÅPet food cans
ÅPie tins
ÅClean aluminum foil
ÅWire hangers
ÅEmpty paint and aerosol cans with plastic caps 

removed



Glass

All glass bottles and jars, rinsed if possible, 
including:
ÅSoda bottles
ÅWine bottles
ÅBeer bottles
ÅSpaghetti sauce jars
ÅPickle jars
ÅBroken bottles



Plastics

ÅSoda and juice bottles
ÅDetergent containers
ÅBleach containers
ÅShampoo and lotion bottles
ÅMouthwash bottles
ÅDishwashing liquid bottles
ÅMilk jugs
ÅTubs for margarine and yogurt
ÅPlastic planters

All plastics numbers 1 through 7
